SJVC'’s Registered Nursing (RN) program prepares students to work as a reg-
istered nurse in the health care delivery system.

The RN program is delivered over the course of four 20-week terms (a term is comparable to a
semester) of nursing coursework, with a one-week break between the first three terms. At the
end of the program, students will participate in a 3-day live review with ATl and final proctored
comprehensive exam, for a total program length of 84 weeks.

Qualified candidates will be considered for an invitation
to interview with the selection committee.
