	Testing and Course Assignment Policies


Knowledge Celebrations 100 points:  Patients are counting on you to have a firm knowledge base when working on them; focusing on the positives and celebrating what has been learned will build a foundation of confidence in your newly acquired skills.  To accomplish this, students will be assessed on comprehension and understanding of material each week.  This may be accomplished through weekly written and practical assessments.  

· Chapter assessments: Chapter assessments will cover assigned chapters and activities, and carry a point value; they may be a combination of written and skill assessments. 

· Methods of testing may be accomplished several ways- lecture quick review or assessments, open book assessments, or skill assessments- and are given at the instructor’s discretion.  

· Lecture quick review/ assessment: during lecture or class activities your instructor may assess understanding by asking you to answer questions regarding subject matter.  Always be prepared to give a response; you can accomplish this by reading or completing the subject content/assignment prior to class instruction.  Assessments may be given without notice and carry a point value. Students tardy or absent from class on the day an in-class assessment is given will receive a zero and not be allowed to make it up for a point value. 

· Open book assessment: located in the eCourse/course contents/assessment folder; the assessment will be opened from Thursday 12:00pm through Sunday 11:55 pm and will contain a password and time limit.  Passwords will be given in class on Thursday; write it down to avoid a problem later.  Assessments may only be accessed once. 

· Plan ahead; make sure you can devote the time needed to complete the assessment without interruptions. 

· When taking an online assessment, make sure you are in a quiet environment free of distractions.  Internet cafés, Starbucks, bookstores, campus library or the public library may be utilized in addition to the home environment.

· Online activity is monitored and tracked.  

· Skill assessment: will be given throughout the course.  You will be given time to practice the skill to minimum standards.  Assessments will be timed; be prepared by reading and understanding the skill procedure prior to practice or assessments. 

· At the discretion of the instructor the following may occur:

· A combination of all assessment scores may be tabulated for one overall score.

· The highest assessment scores will be tabulated, dropping the lowest scored assessment.

· If arrangements were made with the instructor a minimum of 24 hours prior to an absence, a different version of the assessment may be given with a deduction of 10% of the test grade.  

Homework 100 points:  Each chapter assigned will contain activities and workbook questions to complete; these activities are a vital link in test preparation.  Please list your answers on a separate piece of paper; do not turn your textbook in to be graded.  Text books turned in will not be graded and the assignment may be considered late. Chapter assignments will be collected and graded on dates indicated for the assignment.  Late homework will not be accepted after the assignment has been graded and returned to the class.  If you know you are going to be absent the day an assignment is due, you are encouraged to turn it in early or prior to your absence.

NOTE: Students may be required to submit course paperwork through TurnItIn.  TurnItIn checks paperwork for originality and generates a report which may help improve citation and/or avoid potential plagiarism.

In Class Assignment/Projects 100 points:  There are 22 in class Learning Activities (LA) to be completed the day assigned.  Each day will present assignment/activities to assist understanding of material presented for various learning styles.  If you are absent, you will be missing a vital part of the educational process.  No points will be awarded for the missed assignment/activities if absent; however, you may be required to complete the assignment/activity for test preparation and/or Final Exam eligibility.  

· All learning activities are to be completed by week 8 of the course to be eligible for the     
       practical and final examination.

Skills Testing/Practical and Written Final Examination Pre-requisites:  All course requirements, including assigned number of skills, will need to be completed by week 8 of the course. Determination for practical and written final eligibility will be assessed by your attendance and completion of required skills to minimum standards.  

All testing of course material may be derived from but not limited to lecture, text reading, handouts, worksheets, projects, videos, and skill presentations.  Be prepared for class, read your text when assigned, take and study lecture notes, and hold study groups.  It is your education and future career, what you invest is what you will harvest!!

If you have a disability and need assistance, special arrangements can be made to accommodate most needs. Any student who feels he/she may need an accommodation based on the impact of a disability should contact me privately during the first week of class, or as soon as possible.

· Practical Final- Depending on class size, the practical exam may be given each day during week nin and ten of the course.  Your instructor will assign you to a specific day to complete your patient clinical skill requirements.
· The practical exam will be completed during class time; your instructor will notify you of your scheduled time.  During week 1 of the course, make arrangements with family members and friends to participate as a radiology patient for your practical examination. Have each patient complete the health history, sign the consent and acknowledgement forms. 

· Turn in paperwork by week 8 (Thursday) for Dr. Bitter to approve and sign. 

· The practical final is designed to familiarize students with the expectations of the professional work environment.  The day of the exam, you are encouraged to arrive early and prepare your workstation.  Students will be evaluated on effective use of time; armamentarium preparation; proper infection control and barrier usage during the practical assessment.  
· Just as if you were taking a written assessment, if you are unprepared or late, you will not be allowed to participate and will receive a “0” for this portion of your exam. 
· Plan ahead to relieve stress and remember this is your opportunity to SHINE!!!!!!
Recommendation: The State requirement for licensure is a minimum testing score of 75% on the RDA examination. If you score less than 75% on any assessment or examination, it is recommended you schedule an appointment with your instructor to review the information missed.  

Lab and Skill Performance Expectations

Learning and performing procedure steps and duties assigned to the Allied Dental Health Professional (ADHP) will be conducted through laboratory, pre-clinical, and clinical instruction.  Prepare for this hands-on-experience by reading the SJVC procedure manual topic and correlating skill sheet prior to class instruction.  

Each skill sheet will identify the minimum number of practices required for laboratory, pre-clinical, and clinical performance; practice performances will be tabulated when each procedure step is performed to minimum standards.  Critical steps are identified on each skill sheet and performance failure will occur if a critical step is omitted or performed incorrectly.  Skill Tests will be timed and conducted after all practice requirements have been completed.
Professional attire guidelines will be adhered to during all laboratory, pre-clinical, and clinical instruction.  Please refer to the handout given to you when you received your book bag on orientation day.  Students who choose not to follow guidelines or are unprepared will not be allowed to participate and will be dismissed from class.   Dismissal from class will be viewed as an absence and the missed in-class assignment/project policy will apply.  As in the work environment, laboratory responsibilities will be assigned and completed each day. 
· All skill activities will need to be completed by Week 8 of the course for practical and written final eligibility. 

· To earn maximum points, skills must be performed to minimum standards. This may be achieved by reviewing the skill procedure sheet and following steps outlined.

Institutional Classroom Standards

As a working professional, you will have policies and procedures on the job.  In preparing you for a future as a successful professional, the college expects students to follow policies as presented in the Student Handbook and the College Catalog.  In addition, your classroom experience is structured to prepare you for a successful career.  The following are examples of how your classroom experience relates to and influences those skills and behaviors required of professionals:
A. As a professional, you are expected to follow a dress code.  At SJVC you will dress for success.  In all classes, including General Education courses, students are expected to follow their program dress codes.  

B. As a professional, you are required to be present and punctual every day.  Just as you would give notification at work, you are to contact your instructor ahead of class time if absence or tardiness is unavoidable.

C. On the job, you are expected to complete work on time.  Your training for meeting  deadlines begins now:  

i. Missed deadlines for homework and projects may affect your grade with either a 10% reduction in points or no credit. 

ii. Missed quizzes may not be taken.  

iii. Missed midterms or final exams, however, may be taken in accordance with college policy. 

D. As an employee, you are expected to conduct yourself with integrity.  In your class work you are expected to fulfill the principles and standards of academic integrity.  Cheating or plagiarism on tests or assignments is cause for formal disciplinary action.  

E. On the job your performance must be exceptional.  The expectation at school is the same.  To help improve classroom performance students who score below 70% on quizzes or assignments should attend tutoring sessions to review the material or skills missed.

F. As an employee, you are expected to show respect for your supervisors, fellow employees, and clients by silencing your cell phone and appropriately using other electronic devices.  Students are expected to show the same respect in class. 

G. Students may bring water into the classroom only in a screw cap bottle; no food is allowed.
