GRADUATION REQUIREMENTS FOR THE ASSOCIATE OF SCIENCE DEGREE  
 
An Associate of Science Degree will be awarded to students upon the satisfactory completion of the following requirements: 

 A minimum of 60 units of college work, 

 Completion of all required core courses, 

 Completion of the program’s general education requirements,  

 “C”, 2.0 cumulative grade point average, and 

 Fulfillment of any program-specific graduation requirements.11 
 

Prof iciency  in Basic Sk ills 
All students granted an Associate of Science degree must have demonstrated college-level competence in reading, written expression, and 
math skills. 
 
Reading and written expression proficiency must be satisfied by one of the following: 

 Completion with a grade of “D” or better in one of the following at SJVC: 
o English 121 & 122 
o English 1  

 

 Completion with a grade of “C” or better in a course equivalent to English 121&122 from a regionally accredited College or University. 
  

Math prof iciency  must  be demonst rated by  one of  the fo llowing: 

 Completion with a grade of “D” or better in one of the following at SJVC:  

o Math 121 & 122 
o Math 90  

 

 Completion with a grade of “C” or better in the following course at SJVC: 
o AERO 30 and AERO 31 (applicable to AMT majors only ) 

 
 Completion with a grade of “C” or better in a course equivalent to Math 121 & 122 from a regionally accredited College or University. 
 
Please note: A grade of “D” in the above-referenced courses will satisfy proficiency in basic skills and is considered a passing grade.  
However, a student with a “D” in one or more of these courses must maintain a 2.0 cumulative GPA in order to remain in Satisfactory
